


TIPS TO SAVE MONEY AT YOUR BANK!

Use your Debit Card for everyday purchases.

Watch your account balance to avoid Overdraft Fees.

The average overdraft fee is $25.00 for each returned item. Pay attention to your available balance and try
not to let your account become overdrawn, especially for small amounts. Think about what that purchase is
really going to cost you when you know it will overdraw your account, and determine if its really worth it.

Take advantage of the E-banker and E-pay online banking services.

Our E-banker and E-pay services are free of charge, and available to all of our customers. E-banker makes it
easy to view account information, transfer funds, and view statements 24 hrs a day. With E-pay you can
quickly and easily set up and pay all your bills from the convenience of your own home. You will also save
money on gas by eliminating trips to the bank and the post office, and save on stamps and envelopes for
each bill mailed.

Limit your monthly withdrawals from Savings and MMDA accounts

Interest bearing accounts such as savings and MMDA accounts are a great way to earn a little extra on your
money, but usually have a limitation on free withdrawals per month. Savings accounts are allowed 3 free
withdrawals, including phone and Internet transfers. Each withdrawal after that amount results in a $1.00
charge to your account. The excessive withdrawal fee for MMDA accounts is $10.00 after the 6 free
withdrawals permonth. Cutting out these excess fees means you'll have more to earn interest on each
month!

Use the ATMs from your bank

Using the ATMs at your bank’s locations, or in your bank’s network will save you the foreign transaction fees
many ATMs charge non-customers. These fees can be as high as $4.00, which equals out to a whole lot of
money that you could spend on something else.
